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The VAGP Legislative Committee conducted an online member survey to gather data on the use of cooperative purchasing for construction services.  The survey respondents included representatives from state, county, city, town, school and authorities from various regions in the state.  The results indicate that there is limited use of cooperative purchasing for construction services and the contract value is most frequently below the formal bidding threshold.  Respondents stated that the most important reasons for choosing to use a cooperative contract for construction services was price reasonableness and limited capacity to conduct the competitive process in their own jurisdiction due to staff or time constraints.  Finally, the majority of survey respondents were in support of a change in the Virginia Public Procurement Act that requires a price reasonableness review prior to using a cooperative contract for construction services.
