VAGP Legislative Priorities - 2008
Formal Procurement Threshold:  VAGP supports amendment of the Virginia Public Procurement Act to increase the formal procurement threshold to $100,000 to be consistent with the Federal Government, the University system, and as recommended by the Report of the Governor's Task Force on Procurement Assessment.  An increase in the threshold will improve efficiency in the procurement process and may increase state expenditures with small, women, and minority-owned vendors.
Immigration:  VAGP supports Federal immigration laws; however, public contracts are an inadequate instrument for enforcement of these laws.  Institution of enforcement requirements in public contracts is an unfunded mandate that is practically unenforceable absent appropriate authority to audit and enforce such regulations.
Living Wage:  VAGP supports the Virginia Attorney General opinion stating that living wage is a matter of general social or economic policy that is unrelated to goods or services sought to be procured under the Virginia Public Procurement Act (December 10, 2002).

Public Notice Method:  VAGP supports amendment of the Virginia Public Procurement Act to change the public notice in a newspaper of general circulation to an optional method.  The Commonwealth of Virginia’s public procurement portal, eVA is a more effective means of notifying potential bidders of bidding opportunities.  Elimination of this mandatory requirement is a cost-saving measure for the state.
